of the two countries in a university setting. We are Ilapr to
extend all help towards the programtaea which have been already
put on the agenda of action, | note that the ’'Soviet Day*
will be held in Pliani from April 13-15,1987, through the good
offices of the Soviet Embassy, This is Just the beginning and
I hope other activities will emerge.

In this connection | would like to give a airall
suggestion for your kind consideration, Prof.Klruta, has been

to keep him here for at least two noxe years so that he
can 'see throxigh the crystallization of some of theHess
which we have already discussed and feel az*e worthy of
pursuit* This su?gestlo_n of mine need not be taken as an
atten>t to interfere with the official policy of either
the Soviet or Indian govornment or its agencies.
